SUBJECT: Fire Safety Regulations 
 
 
 
To sell legal fire works (Non-explosive, non-aerial, sparklers, snakes & glow worms) in Coon 
Rapids, the following safety measures are required: 
 

1. Have a fire extinguisher immediately adjacent to the sales area. (Minimum size 3A40BC) 

2. Conspicuously install “NO SMOKING” signs 

3. Any lighting of fireworks for demonstration purposes or otherwise must be a minimum of 

50’ from the sales or storage area.  (Note:  Per state statute fireworks may only be used 

on private property)

Banners, Streamers, Beacons, Searchlights, Balloons, Portable and Other Temporary
Signs
11-2106(1):

(a) The Zoning Administrator may issue permits for the use of portable signs 12 square
feet or less in area, banners, streamers, spinners, revolving beacons, search lights or other
exterior temporary signs in commercial and industrial districts, as well as for institutional uses in
residential districts.

(b) Permits for portable signs 12 square feet or less in area, banners, streamers, spinners
and other exterior temporary signs must not be issued in conjunction with the same business
activity for more than 60 days in any calendar year.

(c) Search lights and revolving beacons must not be directed into residential areas or onto
streets and are not to be permitted more than six days per calendar year.

(d) Twenty days will be subtracted as a penalty from a business activity's allotted number
of days when that activity maintains a temporary sign past the expiration date for the permit,
irrespective of compliance during the period under 11-2106(2)(e). If the business activity has
fewer than 20 allotted temporary sign days remaining for the calendar year in which the penalty is
imposed, the balance of those penalty days will be subtracted from that activity’s allotted
temporary sign days in the following calendar year.

Fees
The permit fee is $50.00 per permit. Each display period requires a separate permit.

A double fee shall be charged if a sign is erected without first obtaining a permit for such
sign. The fee for a temporary sign erected without first obtaining a permit may be charged
against the lot or parcel of land if the property owner fails to comply with a written request from
the Community Development Department to obtain a permit. The amount charged against the lot
or parcel of land, together with a description of the premises and name of alleged owner, shall be
certified to the County Auditor and shall be collected in the same manner as taxes or special
assessments. The change shall be a perpetual lien on the premises until paid in full.

I/We hereby submit this application for a temporary sign permit and by doing so agree to abide by
the regulations concerning such signs as found in Chapter 11-2100 of the City Code. By signing
this application, the property owner or agent grants the City right of entry to remove the sign(s) if
they are displayed beyond the expiration date of the permit and agrees to pay the cost associated
with that removal. If the cost of removal is not paid, it will be assessed against the property.
Further, I/we understand that the applicant may be cited personally for misdemeanor violation(s)
of these regulations.
